The Battle of the Bulge (16 December 1944 25 January 1945)was the last major Ger
man offensive campaign of WWII on the Western Front. It was launched through the densely forested Ardennes regior
of Wallonia in Belgium, France, and Luxembourg as a last gamble to halt the Allies advance. The surprise attack caugh
the Allied forces completely off guard. U.S. forces bore the brunt of the attack and incurred their highest casualties for
any operation during the war but held the Nazi columns and turned t :
